Q. What revisions are made to the course
registration system?

» We discussed with the General Students’ Association ways to revise the current course
registration system. Under the revised system, before course registration,

1) student responses to course syllabuses will be collected and 2) student listing of preferred
courses (not first-come first-served, no restriction on student year levels) will be introduced to
help students make informed decisions on courses and enable the university to better estimate
their demands and undertake necessary measures such as adjusting enrollment quotas and
changing classrooms.

After student listing of preferred courses, course registration for remaining credits will be executed
on a first-come first-served basis as usual in order of student year group.



Q. How does the listing of preferred courses differ
from course registration?

« The preferred course listing replaces the existing interested course registration. This
revision aims to accurately determine student demand for courses and introduce
necessary measures to meet that demand. During the designated period, students can
list their preferred courses within credits available to them. Automatic course
registration will be made when the number of listed students is equal to or less than
the enrollment quota. This innovation is expected to improve registration efficiency. In
this regard, the preferred course listing is also a component of course registration.

« As the number of courses students should register for during course registration on
the first-come first-served basis is reduced, the newly introduced process is expected
to reduce the fierce competition during course registration.




Q. How can | confirm the results of my preferred
course listing?

Viewing preferred courses registration results

- Log in at course registration website (http://sugang.korea.ac.kr/) and view details under

- Portal login (http://portal.korea.ac.kr/) — (upper menu) Course — Course Registration — view details

* When the number of students who have applied for a course is equal to or less than the enroliment
quota, the students in that course will be automatically registered. However, when the listed number
exceeds the quota, the results will be reported to the instructor. Automatic registration will be applied
only if the instructor adjusts the quota to match the number of students listed.

» During the period of “listed preferred course processing,” the instructor, considering the number of
listed students, may adjust the class quota and/or change the classroom. The instructor may also
choose not to adjust the quota if that option is deemed undesirable.

* When the class quota is adjusted to accommodate all listed students, students in the course will be
automatically registered. If the adjusted quota cannot accommodate all listed students, automatic
registration will not be processed; accordingly, students should register for the course during the
regular registration period as before.



Q. What is the specific standard for automatic

registration of listed preferred courses?

 If the number of listed students in a specific year group is equal to or less than the adjusted class quota,
automatic registration will be applied. However, other student year groups will need to apply for the course
during the regular course registration period (if there is no limitation on student year levels, automatic
registration will be processed based on the total number of listed students).

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Q. Is there any change to the course
registration system?

« Courses not automatically registered are subject to the first-come first-served
system in order of student year levels (same as before).

« As course registration is on a first-come first-served basis, students can list preferred
courses again up to their credit limit. This innovation is expected to reduce the ‘click
war’ for course registration. In this case, students should click to register for courses
as course listing itself does not mean course registration.

* |In addition, automatically registered courses through listing can be changed to other
courses during the course registration period. Under the revised process, the waiting
list system and second registration of interested courses are eliminated.



Q. Is the new system disadvantageous to
students in higher years?

« Not necessarily. The instructor can adjust the quota of students in a certain year group if
deemed necessary after reviewing the results of the preferred course listing. If the course
cannot accommodate all listed students for the current semester, the quota can be adjusted for
the next semester. The process to address the demands of students is new while they can still
register for courses on a first-come first-served basis in order of student year levels (same as
before), which is expected to improve student convenience during course registration.



Q. How can students express their opinions
regarding syllabuses?

« Portal login (http://portal.korea.ac.kr/) — (upper menu) Course — Class Information

— Undergraduate Major Courses — Click on course code — View Course Outline.
Provide feedback, if any, at the bottom of the page.

« When syllabus is unavailable on the site or when you need further explanation related
to the syllabus, describe your comments and then the comments will be sent to the
Instructor.

 The instructor will refer to your comments and change the syllabus if necessary or
desirable.



Q. Are freshmen ineligible to list preferred
courses?

« As the admissions process is not completed when the preferred course listing begins,
freshmen are not eligible for the listing. Therefore, freshmen should register for
courses during their regular course registration period for the first semester after their
entrance. From the second semester onward, they can list preferred courses.



Q What is the class enrollment quota for
exchange/visiting/credit exchange students?

« Under the principle of reciprocity, the quota for exchange/visiting/credit exchange
students has been set to a certain percentage of total enrollment quotas (5% for
courses taught in Korean, 15% in English) since 2013. However, the current course
registration system has classified these students as “extra quota,” and as a result the
total number of registered students often exceeds the official enrollment quota.

« The revised system will include the quota of exchange/visiting/credit exchange
students (5% for courses taught in Korean, 15% in English) in the total quota while
offering information on the number of available seats of the classroom to instructors.
This is designed to assist instructors in responding more precisely to student
registration demand.
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
